Training at Vane: A Culture and a Tradition

The lead article for the Fall Pipeline features our recent crew
training seminar at MITAGS. By way of introduction, I'd like
to offer a little background as to why Vane Brothers puts so much
empbhasis on training.

We have said it before, and it always bears repeating, that
people are the key to our success here at Vane Brothers. Not just
any people, but the right people with the right skills, experience
and actitude. Attitude is the easy part. Attitude is caring about
people and professionalism, and believe me, if you don’t care
you will not last long at Vane Brothers.

The overriding challenge in our industry

Skills and experience are the hard part because they are
increasingly difficult to come by.

Vane Brothers has recognized the critical importance of train-
ing from our very early days in the tug/barge business when
we instituted the first crew seminar at Pier 11 in Canton. To get
a sense of how the company has grown since those days, that
seminar was held in the lunch room around two tables we pushed
together. We outgrew that venue very quickly and moved the
annual crew seminar to larger quarters. Some of you “old timers”
may recall the seminars held in the second floor banquet hall
at Jimmy’s Famous Seafood Restaurant on Holabird Avenue.
Those early seminars were a far cry from today’s intense “hands
on” training programs like those at MITAGS, but they served
to create the beginnings of what has become a training culture
and tradition here at Vane.

Another important benefit of these training meetings that
has not changed over the years is the opportunity for seagoing
and shoreside team members to break bread together as well
as to meet with senior management, creating a very effective
“rumor control” forum.

Coming of age

Our crew seminars really began to come of age with our move
to Fairfield. Here we have the space and water access to develop
training programs and drills that match actual “in the field”
conditions. Now we have taken the next step. With the comple-
tion and availability of MITAGS and its state-of-the-art facilities
and simulators as crucial elements of training and assessment,
our training seminars, begun so long ago in a lunch room, have
become the envy of the industry.

I am sure you will read about our latest seminar with great
interest, and as you do, remember that whether it’s a lunch room
or MITAGS, training is about people reaching for the best they
can be, and that is what Vane Brothers is all about.

Safety Bitts
Preparation is the Key to Safety

As we prepare for a change in the seasons, we also need to
prepare for the ever-changing environment in which we work.
While an extra hour to spend on a lazy Sunday when we “Fall
Back” an hour is a good reason to celebrate the fall, it is also a
time when we need to plan for the approaching winter months
ahead. Our daily habits change as the hours of daylight dwindle,
and we find ourselves performing normal tasks in the dark. We
shift from wearing comfortable clothing for working on deck to
the heavy coveralls which limit our ability to move about. Even
driving to and from work provides some unusual challenges
with the later sunrise and earlier sunsets that can seem to blind
us on our daily commutes. Preparing well for these changes
allows us to do our jobs with the same level of safety and atten-
tion to detail.

Whether you work ashore or afloat, following some of these
simple steps will help us adjust to the change in the seasons and
be safe in our daily tasks.

* Drepare for winter by stowing all loose gear; clear the
working areas on deck.

* Stock up with salt, shovels and scrapers.

* Review safety rules on-board, work closely between vessel
crews to keep needed supplies on board well stocked.

* Inspect all safety equipment; changing batteries when we
change clocks is a golden rule to follow.

*  Winterize while the weather is still mild to prevent having
to make emergency repairs after something has frozen. This
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includes your vehicles which remain parked for weeks while
you are on duty.

* Winterize around the home when the opportunity permits
to protect the family while you are at work.

* Store emergency equipment in your vehicle: jumper cables,
blanket, flares, etc.

* Work at a pace that is safe for you and your crew members.

* Wear a work vest at all times when on deck, or moving
from one vessel to another. This is especially important
when boarding a tug or barge from the pier.

* Promote safety as a team, have all crew members buy into
the safety program so that everyone watches out for the
other guy. This is particularly important during the harsh
months of winter.

* Wear the proper clothing for cold weather, especially the
new crew members who have not yet experienced a docking
or a sailing on deck during frigid temperatures and high
winds. This is the kind of information an experienced
mariner should impart to a new member of the crew.

* Report all maintenance issues as soon as they arise.

* Change burned out bulbs as soon as possible. A dimly lit
deck or walkway poses a host of hazards.

* Communicate frequently while performing tasks on deck
and keep a look out for signs of fatigue.

* In our area of the country, the harsh winds out of the
northwest can cause extreme low tides, be always mindful of
the tidal conditions when navigating.

These are just some basic tips to follow; if you have anything
to share please pass it along. Safety in the fleet and ashore is
critical in providing the best working conditions for our crews
and protecting our greatest asset, our employees.

On May 31, 2007 Western acquired Giant Industries, owner of
the Yorktown, Virginia refinery that has been both a loading
and discharging port for Vane barges for many, many years.

With this acquisition, Western became the nation’s fourth
largest publicly traded independent oil refiner. In addition to
the Yorktown facility, they operate refineries in El Paso, Texas,
where they are headquartered, and in New Mexico. They also
operate a number of wholesale petroleum businesses and 156
gas station/convenience store units throughout the southwest.

Vane and the Yorktown refinery

These units load distillates and gasoline destined
for markets in Norfolk, Baltimore and Maryland’s Eastern Shore
with occasional trips up and down the coast. With this level of
activity going on we of course wondered what effect the change
in ownership would bring,.

I am very happy to say that when we met with the new owners
it was more like meeting old friends than strangers. The Western
folks, and the company as a whole, really mirror and support
the same values we do.

A Family Business First and Foremost

Port of Philadelphia General Manager Frederick J. Iuliucci
delivered a morning presentation on Vane’s growth at City Dock,
while stressing that the company’s core vision will remain the same.
“Vane is a family business first and foremost,” stated Iuliucci.
“It is what attracted me, as well as many of you, to Vane and
this will not change.” Tuliucci went on to explain that many of
the changes taking place at City Dock were to allow the fleet
to do their jobs “easier, faster, and quicker.”

One of the most visible signs of the transformation is the over-
haul of Vane’s office building at City Dock. Contractors are in
the process of redesigning the three-floor structure. They are
adding a lounge area and gym for mariners on the first floor,
while adding visitor offices for Vane employees stopping in from
Baltimore or Norfolk. The most dramatic change will be seen
on the third floor. Here, a large meeting space will be added so
Vane can conduct in-house training in a comfortable and invit-
ing environment. The goal is to have the entire project finished
by December.

Port of Norfolk General Manager W. Mason Keeter also
addressed the group and reported that the Port of Hampton
Roads is doing very well. As one of the nation’s most efficient
ports of call, the growth of the area will result in increased
opportunities for Vane Brothers.

(Gumby suits) and life raft techniques.

As the first day of training concluded, mariners returned to
Fleet Headquarters in Fairfield for a surf and turf dinner and a
chance to socialize. The always popular and highly competitive
line toss contest took place on the Vane dock before dinner was
served. After dinner the fleet welcomed one of its most effec-
tive speakers, George C. Murphy, Sunoco’s Manager of Marine
Services. The dynamic Murphy discussed the important rela-
tionship between Vane and Sunoco, pointing out that Vane is
Sunoco’s largest supplier of waterborne transportation. Vane
and Sunoco’s commitment to safe and reliable services, he said,
is paramount to the relationship and is the responsibility of all
mariners. Murphy invited our mariners to tell any member of
the Vane fleet who does not share the same dedication, to “get it
or quit it.” He went on to thank our mariners for the extraordinary
job they do each day.

Barge Captains took part
in an Oil Spill and Prevention Response class led by Vane’s
Health, Safety, and Environmental Department and in the after-
noon they attended an instructive Sleep, Fatigue and Medication
workshop. The second day of training ended with a team build-
ing activity and farewell dinner at MITAGS.

Hughes again stressed to the mariners the importance of
what they do for Vane and Vane’s commitment to them.

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“The family culture that has brought us to this point will endure.
We will continue to work to be the best in the industry and look
forward to another safe and prosperous year.”
